The Complete Works of William Shakespeare (Abridged) was written by the 
founding members of the Reduced Shakespeare Company, Adam Long, 
Daniel Singer and Jess Winfield.

Daniel Enticott
Child prodigy Dan could recite all of the Bard’s soliloquies by the age of 8, but 
Othello’s tragic heroine, Desdemona, was his first major on-stage role. 
Multiple Hollywood and West End offers followed his performance, but Dan 
elected to remain in Mzansi, where he is considered a national treasure.  His recent
disqualification from the Miss South Africa pageant for being “too pretty” has  
yet to be ruled on by the Constitutional Court.

Kim R2
Hot on the heels of a sold-out global tour of Coriolanus: The Musical,  
in 2022, Kim portrayed a gender-fluid Richard II in a performance
so powerful that both South Africa and the US revised their legislation regarding
trans rights. Kim also runs a multinational publishing company 
on the side, and designs a range of jewellery. She has written often about the 
relative importance of earrings in the physicalisation of complex character roles.
Years ahead of her time, Kim is a unique theatrical force.

Faeron Wheeler
The world’s leading Shakespearean expert, Fae holds master’s degrees from 
RADA, UCT, Oxford and Yale. She was recently appointed Governor of the RSC 
and was named a Freeman of the Town of Stratford-Upon-Avon. In 2020 Fae 
graciously agreed to revise all thirty-seven of the Bard’s plays, immensely 
enhancing their readability and literary merit. She earned an OBE for the work, 
duly bestowed by Queen Elizabeth II. It is a fact universally acknowledged that 
years of study have made Fae the ultimate Shakespeare authority.
